Recovered Swan To Be Released Saturday
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This juvenile Mute Swan was found immensely weak, in the yard of a concerned citizen in Chatham.  She was rescued by a volunteer, and came into Wild Care dehydrated, emaciated, and full of internal parasites.  The emaciation is most likely caused by the parasites, although the very cold winter, with frozen ponds and feeding areas, animals dependent upon food underwater are suffering.  After being in our care for almost a month, and being medicated with anti-parasitic drugs, she is much improved, eating well, and has gained weight nicely.  The swan will be released back in Chatham, on a pond near the rescue location this Saturday.
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Pheasant Makes Full Recovery After Possible Hit-by-Car
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Wild Care admitted a Ring-Necked Pheasant in November of 2013 that was assumed to be hit by a car.  She came in very weak, unable to stand, and with a large, de-gloved wound under her left wing.  After performing wound management with her many, many times, her skin eventually healed and she started to grow back feathers.  Well, feathers don't grow over night, such as human hair, so after being in our care for over three months, her feathers were able to grow in, she was able to gain quite a bit of weight, and staff/volunteers were enthused with her "hissing" personality.  She was released at the Wellfleet Bay Audubon on February 10th.

Wild Care received this male Lesser Scaup, otherwise known as "Little Bluebill," that was found in the middle of the road by Brewster Animal Control.  On admittance, he was extremely dehydrated, and also emaciated.   Although he was not injured, he did have an old/healed hole in the webbing of one of his feet.  After only being in our care for approximately 10 days, the scaup was eating very well, had gained much weight, and was completely waterproof.  He was released by a volunteer back in Brewster, on a pond that he was able to meet up, and tag along, with two other Lesser Scaups.  It was a very successful release!
