January

Dozens of people donated their Christmas trees to adorn our raptor aviaries in response to a wonderful Cape Cod Times article requesting recycled trees for Wild Care. We use trees to create perches and habitats in our aviaries so that the patients experience a natural environment.

Our first Eastern Gray Squirrel arrived on April 10th. In spring of 2013, Wild Care staff were able to return over 20 orphaned squirrels back into their nests! Squirrel parents are the best!

The first orphaned songbirds of the season arrived. Last spring we successfully released over 30 orphaned songbirds that came to our door.
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Our first orphaned Carolina Wrens. Their nest fell from a Lilac bush. Wild Care placed the nest back into the bush but the parents did not return.
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June
  

Our 19th Annual Yard Sale at the Harwich Community Center was once again a success, raising close to $5,000 for Wild Care!

We received a species of bird that we do not receive very often. A Black-billed Cuckoo!
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Black-billed Cuckoo (right) snuggles with a Common Grackle in the incubator.
This species breeds in Massachusetts but are very secretive. This bird fell from its nest and was found in the road in Eastham weighing only 7 grams! Cuckoos are insectivores and feed largely on caterpillars- even the spiny ones! This little caterpillar eating machine quickly grew up and was released!

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August 
  

We received our first Wood Duckling this month.  Wood Ducks get extremely stressed when separated from their siblings. With no other Wood Ducklings around, we placed "Woody" (named by his rescuer) with an American Robin. The pair miraculously bonded.

Later in the month, we received a brood of 14 orphaned Wood Ducks. Woody was an incredible foster parent to them, showing them the ropes... a very special duck!

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September 
 

A very busy month at Wild Care. We received 56 patients in less than two weeks. From songbirds, opossums, hawks to turtles, Wild Care was bustling with activity!

After a Common Snapping Turtle was hit by a car and mortally wounded, she was brought to Wild Care where staff discovered she had eggs. The eggs were surgically removed and delivered to Wellfleet Bay Wildlife Sanctuary for incubation. Three months later, 25 baby snapping turtles hatched!

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October
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A Semipalmated Sandpiper finds a permanent home in the New England Aquarium's Shorebird Exhibit.

Wild Care received a non-releasable Semipalmated Sandpiper with a shoulder injury. We collaborated with the New England Aquarium in Boston, and the sandpiper was transferred there and is currently an educational bird in their Shorebird Exhibit. More recently, Wild Care transferred a non-releasable Common Tern to the aquarium. He is also in the exhibit. Please stop by and visit them!
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November 
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Wild Care received a Red-tailed Hawk that was hit by a car. The bird had a soft-tissue injury to one of his wings as well as a foot infection. With daily spa treatment, antibiotics and TLC from staff, this bird made a miraculous recovery and was released! 
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December
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Wild Care participates for the first time ever in the Spectacle of Trees! Held in December at the JFK Library by the Cape Cod Charitable FunRaisers, 17 organizations displayed trees that were up for raffle for $10 Tree Bucks. The winner gets to take home the entire tree and all the gifts! Winners Alice and Mike Fabia of Harwich were absolutely delighted to win Wild Care's beautiful tree!
