When a concerned citizen in Orleans spotted a gannet stranded on Nauset Beach last week, Wild Care responded immediately.  Animal Care Coordinator Jennifer Taylor rescued the injured seabird and brought her back to our clinic where we discovered the bird had a multi-hook fishing lure embedded in her right foot and wing and also had a severe parasite load.  Jennifer hydrated and stabilized her, and over the next 24 hours, we administered antibiotics, pain medication and a de-wormer in addition to removing the hooks.  The gannet now is enjoying her time in our seabird therapy pool and vocalizing energetically.  We are really pleased to observe that she is preening actively, which is a sign that she will be ready for release soon.

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A Long Awaited Release

In late summer, a Wild Care volunteer and a local Wellfleet resident together rescued an injured Great Black Backed Gull and brought him to us.  His right wing was fractured, he had an additional wound on his left foot and he was lice-ridden.  After we cleaned and examined him, we treated him for parasites, set his wing and waited for his wounds to heal.  He took some time to improve and we saw that being in the clinic was stressful for him.  So we used different therapies to help him adjust including introducing him to other gulls in our elliptical aviary.  He soon felt at home there, becoming the alpha gull to the juveniles.  His physical condition became vastly better once he was stimulated by the social interaction and the relative freedom of the elliptical.  We were thrilled when we were able to release him at the beginning of November in Eastham's Boat Meadow.  Amy Webster, one of our wildlife rehabbers, reports that the gull preened, splashed in the water and even joined other gulls as he flew off into the Cape Cod afternoon.
