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Wild Care to the Rescue!  

Not every animal that Wild Care helps is brought in to our Eastham clinic by the public. Sometimes, our work takes different forms. This past month we had two interesting situations where our staff and volunteers assisted in wildlife encounters out in the community. In the first, a Wellfleet family called because a chipmunk, frightened by their cat, had lodged himself in between the glass in a patio sliding door. They wanted some advice on how to save the chipmunk, without allowing their feline access to it. Jennifer Taylor asked one of our longtime volunteers, Swede Plaut, to help. He quickly went to the callers' home and gently encouraged the chipmunk to escape to the outside. Everyone was happy with the outcome, except perhaps the cat.

 

In the second instance, Wild Care was asked to rescue a crow that was trapped in a lobster pot in East Orleans. Our newest employee, Amy Webster, went armed with bolt cutters and gloves, and was able to release the crow without breaking any of his feathers. The crow was dehydrated and emaciated, but after a couple of days of fluids and rest at Wild Care, he bounced back quite well and was released in Orleans. Our staff did inform the Harbormaster about our efforts on behalf of the crow, so that the owner of the lobster trap could be reimbursed. But so far, we haven't been asked ~ the lobsterman must be a bird lover!

Earlier this month, Wild Care was brought a Virginia Rail, an elusive marsh bird that the Audubon Society informs us can be a regular migratory visitor to the Cape. Typically a well-camouflaged species, this bird was found in a Truro yard, possibly a victim of an animal attack, and was terribly weak when the Wild Care animal staff first examined her. After some tender loving care, she perked right up and seemed anxious to escape to the wild. She began eating well, gained weight and once her feathers were in perfect condition, we released her. Our friends at Audubon confirmed that she might be spending the entire winter here on Cape Cod, and not to worry that her flock had flown south without her.
