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This baby pigeon arrived at Wild Care on April 14th after having fallen from a nest high up in a warehouse in Harwich.  After his fall, he had no nesting material to clutch, and his back toes didn't form in a timely manner.  We splinted his feet, and he has much improved since!  His left foot is now grasping, and we are tube feeding and stabilizing him.  We are also socializing him with a white adult pigeon from Provincetown, who survived a hawk attack.  Our goal is to release them together, since the baby will need an adult in the wild.
