Mistaking pavement for water is what we surmise caused this Red Throated Loon to crash land onto a parking lot in Harwich earlier this month.  After our staff rescued him, we discovered he had broken toes on one foot and stiff movement in the other.  Otherwise, his overall health was good, and has been happily spending hours in our Sea Bird pool.  In winter, the Red Throated Loon is a nondescript bird of grey and white plumage, but during the breeding season, it develops a distinctive reddish throat patch, thus its name.  Like all loons, its legs are set far back on its body, providing them with excellent propulsion in the water.  We are keeping a careful eye on our Loon patient, as it continues to swim and work its damaged legs.

This month we were called on by our colleagues at Wellfleet Audubon to help house and treat a dozen or so Diamondback Terrapins who were part of an unprecedented cold stun stranding.  While many were able to be released near warmer waters in Chipmans Cove, the most critical were brought to Wild Care where they received subcutaneous fluids and warm homes.  Not every one of them survived, but so far we've been able to return five back to Audubon for release and have several more remaining in our clinic, still recovering.
