After being highlighted on our Face Book page, this orange colored Eastern box turtle became a Wild Care fan favorite.  Dr. Kelley of Lower Cape Veterinary Services tended to his leg wounds, most likely suffered during an animal attack, and the rehab team at Wild Care continued his care for a few weeks. His condition quickly improved and he was able to be released this past week, just in time before any seriously cold weather would have made it difficult for him to survive.
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Two If By Sea 

We had two sea bird releases this month - a Common Loon and a Herring Gull.  The Loon was discovered at Harding's Beach in Chatham after a call about an injured seagull sent our team to the rescue.  No seagull was found ~ but we did discover an injured Loon on the beach. (You will rarely see a Loon on the sand... unless they are nesting in a secure location or are injured.)  The Loon had a foot injury, which we treated, and before releasing it back to Harding's Beach he was treated to some therapy time in our new Sea Bird pools.

In early August an injured Herring Gull was discovered by resident Joe Girschick on a road in Wellfleet - and we surmise it was a vehicle collision that caused the extreme damage to its wing. After cleaning the area and allowing healthy tissue to grow back, we brought the gull to Dr. Kelley who sutured the wing wound.  The gull did some good physical therapy and strengthening in our elliptical aviary before being released on October 9th in Eastham's Boat Meadow.

Sometimes we need to give a shout out to the extraordinary efforts of our amazing volunteer rescuers. Swede Plaut has logged over 200 hours of volunteer service already in 2015, and he went above and beyond to help bring in these Button quail babies that were discovered in the Beech forest in Provincetown.  A local couple brought the first seven to our clinic, and then they joined Wild Care wildlife rehabber Amy Webster and Plaut to retrieve more. Using a flashlight and crawling though the brush, Plaut was able to save ten more quail babies, which were among a larger number abandoned at the nature area. Fourteen of the quail at Wild Care have thrived, and we will be placing them in an appropriate home, since Button quail are not native to Cape Cod, and not suited for release here.
