A homeowner in Orleans discovered an infant Southern Flying Squirrel in his attic earlier this month. The baby was still suckling on her deceased mother when she was brought into Wild Care and was in a fragile state. Weighing only 22 grams, she was very weak and dehydrated. She is doing much better now, is eating solid food and getting hyper and jumpy. Southern Flying Squirrels are native to Cape Cod, and while they don't actually "fly", once they spread the membrane that connects their limbs, they can glide when they jump from tree to tree. Unlike their cousins, the Eastern Gray Squirrel, their diet is focused on insects. Our little girl is now happily devouring meal worms, and soon we hope she will be ready to "soar" back into the wild.
